Prelection Aeneid Book I Page 1

1. Note que on virumque where it connects equal things. What?

1. Trojae is a gen. Going with what noun?

1. Note oris is not from os, oris n. mouth;  but is from ora, orae
2. profugus, jactatus (3)  and passus (5) all modify qui (1).

3. litora  is explained in notes at bottom of page; READ THEM!

3. Note et . . . et which connects equal things = both . . . and
4. vi is declined on page 305 and you should look up its meaning in the dictionary. Note how it differs from the word vir, viri.

4. superum is explained in the notes and this kind of syncopated genitive is common in Vergil.

4. Note which words modify which words gramatically and which go with which in sense. Can iram really be described as memorem?

5. What is the first principal part of passus? A good verb to learn, very common in Vergil.

5. Note unusual meaning of dum; normally while, here it is until.

5. Tense of conderet? Think!

6. Latio – for the case of dative and ablatives always check your verb.

6. unde here in the sense of from where and it introduces a relative clause.

6-7. Think about the progression in the three nouns of genus, patres, moenia. 

7. Note that altae modifies Romae. What does that suggest? Also think back to the last comment on line four.

8. Musa is here a vocative; that is why it is set off by a comma.

8. memora is a verb, and Musa should help you figure out the mood.
8. The note on quo numine laeso is good and means that you should take it as parallel with the I. Q. that follows.

9. tot is an indeclinable (always has the same form, and it is plural). What word does it go with?

10. pietate depends on what word? That will help explain the reason. Note its position between insignem and virum.

11. What tense is impulerit? Think!

11. Note that in last sentence there is no verb. The notes do help, when you read them.

11. Also note what words go with what words. Are endings wonderful or what?
12. tenuere is explained in notes, but you should recognize it; note the understood object is urbem.

13. Carthago, Carthaginis (f.) is a city in N. Africa. Notre that it is in apposition to urbs, and modified by dives (14) and asperrima (14); it is also the antecedent of quam (15).

15. fertur is best translated here as is said;  now you should look for an infinitive.

15. Note that unam goes with quam  and is juxtaposed with omnibus.
16. How can posthabita  agree with  Samo? Isn’t Samos an island? I get it. Do you?

16. coluisse is what form? Check back to fertur in 15.

16. What case is illius? Perhaps a check of page 308 might help and check the footnote on page 307. 

17. hoc regnum gentibus esse is ind. Statement depending on tenditque fovetque (18), which verbs have dea as their subject.

18. si qua equals si aliqua; note the long mark (also called a macron) over the a. That makes it an ablative or, as here, an adverb. It is just an ablative of manner that has become frozen (used so much that it became an adverb).

19. sed enim is a very strong but.
19. duci is nicely explained in the notes. What conjugation?

20. audierat should have a v after the i; however, if the v were present, then the i would be a long and Vergil could not have that in this meter. Therefore he uses an old, syncopated form.

20. arcis is that archaic accusative that has -is instead of –es, just to confuse you. Would the fact that Vergil is writing about ancient times and mythological events make him want to use archaic language?

21-22. The indirect statement continues; note that venturum (22) is the future infinitive with esse left out.

21. bello is dependent on what word for its case? Which gives what reason, therefore?

22. Note the explanations of excidio and Libyae in the notes.

22. Note that the indirect statement has one final gasp here. The note on the Parcae is worth highlighting.

23-32 A long and tough sentence; don’t get lost.

23. Saturnia is the subject of the sentence; modified by metuens (22) and accensa (29), which resumes the sentence after the parentheses.

23. Note which words go with which.

24. quod intros a relative clause; the antecedent of quod is belli (23); prima modifies the feminine subject of gesserat, which is of course Juno. What is gesserat from? This is a good verb to learn. Note the different meanings it has, all depending on the object that it takes.

25. Note that the verb (in line 26) has two subjects in this line.

26. Anyone not recognize the tense of exciderant?

27. Tense of manet? This verb has several subjects (judicium, injuria (27),genus, honores (28). Note that repostum (26) modifies judicium, although it really goes with all the others as well. The four subjects are explained somewhat in the notes, but more will be said in class. Take notes then.

29. What is his? From hic, haec, hoc? Really? What case? What word does it depend on for its case? Does that give us an idea about the reason?

29. super is an adverb here. What does it mean then?

30. Troas is the object of the verb that goes with Saturnia from line 23. The verb is arcebat (31). Also note that jactatos (29) modifies Troas and that relliquias . . .  Achilli (30) is in apposition.

32. errabant  has a different subject; it is the understoof word Troes, which is modified by acti Fatis (32).

32. Note the footnote on anastrophe. Check your list of figures.

33. This is a gnomic line (to be explained in class). This is a major line and in effect is the theme of the entire Aeneid.
Note how in this passage Vergil brought back numerous key words from the first eleven lines: (memora/memor; bello/belli; Trojae/Trojam; Latinum/Latio; jactatus/jactatos; gentem, genus/genus; multum, multa/multos; animis/ animo; alto, altae/alta; saevae/saevi; irae/irarum; Romae/Romanum; fato/fatis; conderet/ condere; primus/prima; causas/causae; Tantae/Tantae.

34. in  with the accusative often has the sense of towards, onto.

35. laeti  modifies the understood subject. Do read the notes.

36. Note that Juno, Junonis  is a third declension noun. How do you translate cum?

36. What word does aeternum modify?

37. For haec secum, the note is accurate and worth remembering

37. This infinitive of exclamation comes up one more time.

37. Note that victam modifies the me that is the first half of mene (the –ne part simply makes the rest a question.

38. Which infinitive should you translate first? What noun does Teucrorum go with?

38. Italia has a macron over the final a; therefor look to the verb for its C+R. What verb? What is the C+R?

39. Quippe is a word that indicates irony or sarcasm on the part of the speaker. Do not use forsooth. How would you translate this sentence and indicate sarcasm?

39. The –ne on the end of Pallasne sure looks familiar.

40. ponto sure could be another C+R from what is explained in the notes. What? 

41. Note what words go together. Remember when you looked up illius on line 16? Does unius ring a bell?

43. Note the –que on each verb; translate both . . . and.
43. ratis - our old friend, the arcahic accusative.

44. flammasis clearly acc., but what verb does it go with?

45. Which explanation do you think is best for scopulo? Check the notes.

46. ego – Who is the speaker? Just a reminder.

46. Ast is called an early form, which means it is archaic.

48. bella gero recalls gesserat (22) and is the same idiom. Remember, there are other meanings for gero.

48-49. Note that the two verbs are two different tenses. What is the speaker saying?

49. supplex is in apposition to quisquam (48), which continues as the subject; translate as a suppliant.
49. aris – Check the notes for the C+R. Which is the better choice?

What do we learn about Juno from this passage? What kind of argument/logic does she use in lines 39-45? What fear does she express in 48-49? What impression does the intelligent reader (that is YOU) form about Juno on the basis of this passage?

50. Talia is from talis, tale (page 306, bottom left), but is used here as a substantive (adj. used as noun). What case? Why?

50. Who is the dea? What case? Any words modifying dea?

51. Note how the punctuation (commas) makes clear what goes with what. loca . . . Austris seems to be in apposition with patriam, which is further explained by Aeoliam (52).

52. What words go with what? Does it help you visualize the scene. 

52. Note the macron on Hic. What does that make the word mean?

53. If all the words are the same case, what case are they? Why? Explain luctantis.

54. Where is the subject of premit? What case is imperio? How does it go with the verb?

54. Look up frenum in the dictionary to understand the verb frenat.

54. Notice how et connects equal things, which tells you both words on either side are in the same case. Which? How do they go with the verb?

55. Illi is used here as a pronoun. What is the antecedent?

55. montis is nicely placed, suggesting that it goes with murmure or with claustra in the next line.

56. fremunt is worth looking up and noting that for the Romans this was an onomatopoetic word.

57. iras is part of line 57

58. faciat is what tense? CLUE: -iat.

58. maria is declined like a neuter 3rd declension adj. (Page 306, bottom left).

59. quippe is here used to insist that the statement is true, without sarcasm or irony; stating that the truth is crystal-clear.

59. ferant, verrant  are explained in the notes. Think faciat.
59. rapidi is an adj. without a noun (another substantive), What word is understood with it. What has been discussed here that could be described as swift, rapid, etc.

60. speluncis is called abl. P.I.W. inm notes, but since the verb is ab-do (which is do, dare, dedi, datus), could it not also be considered dat. I.O.? English word from speluncis?

61. insuper is an adverb here, meaning what? Read the notes on the rest of the line. Good stuff.

62. foedere certo is best explained as an ablative of accordance. What do you think that this means? What other words would you expect to see with this C+R?

63. sciret is used here in the sense of know how to, which explains the infinitives nicely.

63. laxas is quite far from the word it modifies. Think this was done on purpose?

63. jussus is key here. What case? Modifying what? How to translate it best? Remember that it is from jubeo, that it is a participle.

64. quem is the correlative or connecting relative pronoun. What is its antecedent?

64. usa est is clearly the verb. What is the first principal part? This is a verb worth learning, being used over 50 times in what we will read this year and next.
65. Note how the words are arranged in this line. What declension is hominum?

66. dedit had the sense of give the power to, which explains the infinitives. Remember that infinitives are nouns and here are the direct objects of dedit. What is the D.O. of  tollere? I hope your answer is not vento, which clearly depends on tollere in another way. What way?

67. mihi depends on inimica, which makes the pronoun what C+R?

68. portans modifies what word in the preceding line? How many D.O.s does it take here?

68. How does Ilium relate to the opening theme? Look at lines 5-7 again.

69-70. incute, obrue, age, disjice are all what form? Read all the notes in the book.

69. puppis is what case? Note that it is modified by submersas.

70. diversos is what gender? What noun is understood with this substantive?

71. bis septem is indeclinable. What is the only noun that it can go with?

72. The note at the bottom of the page is very good. Read carefully and we will discuss any questions in class.

72. quarum is what C+R if it depends on unam, the understood object of jungam (73)?

72. forma has a macron on the last letter. What word does it depend on? Does this help with the C+R?

72. Deiopea has macrons over each e. How many syllables in this name?

73. stabili is like what other Latin word. What declension? What part of speech?

74. ut intros three different subjunctive clauses. What are they? Which one here? Why?

74. annos is accusative. What is the verb? Does it need an object or is  annos  acc. D.O.T.?

75. Note what words go with what words and translate them that way.

76. Based on the note, what case is haec? contra is an adverb here, meaning in reply.
76. Tuus is an adjective. What noun does it go with?

76. quid optes is a clause. What kind? Look up opto and find what conjugation, which should tell you the temse, mood, and voice of the verb. quid is also a good clue, as is explorare.

77. –esso  as an ending for a verb means that one does the action of the stem (here from capio, capere, cepi, captus) with enthusiasm. We will see this several times and it is worth filing away in your brain.

78. Each tu is the subject of concilias (79). You should look up the meaning of this verb, think of English derivatives, note the different direct objects, and perhaps translate the verb differently with each object. This is what a zeugma requires. 

78. sceptra Jovemque is not a hendiadys. Why not? Think of what concilias means.

79. das is from do and has the same sense as dedit (66); note the infinitive.

80. tempestatum is explained in the notes, but what is the nominative and genitive singular?
81. The note says supply sunt with dicta. What case is haec then?

81. Note what words go together. Can conversa cuspide be anything besides Abl. Abs.

82. agmine – This is a good time to look up the word; recognize that the suffix ending –men makes it neuter and an abstraction (of sorts) while the stem ag- is from ago, agere, egi, actus. Other words like this are flumen, gramen, etc.

83. qua – note the macron on a and realize that this is the adverb equivalent to an ablative of route  or P.I.W.

83. ruunt – vocab gives meaning as rush forth, in line 85, same word, the meaning is upturn, upheave, overturn. What is the difference and how cam one word have such different meanings? The answer lies in the fact that the first is INTRANSITIVE, which means that it takes no Direct Object; the second is TRANSITIVE, which means, surprise, that it does take a direct object. You might like to think about the Latin roots of in-trans-it-ive (the last three letters are not important.

84. incubuere – What are the letters that come before –​ere and indicate a syncopated perfect? Is u one?

84. mari – given what we said about the declension of mare before and the verb here, guess at the C+R.

85. una with a macron on a is an adverb meaning together, at the same time. We will see it a great deal, so you had better learn it now and avoid the confusion with unus, una, unum. You should recognize another ablative that has frozen and been adapted to an adverb.

85. Yes, you should know which wind is which.

85. procellis depends on what word for its case? What reason therefore follows?

86. fluctus is what declencion? Lots of nouns in this declension have verb stems (adventus, spiritus, etc.)

87. Note the arrangement of words here. Note also that stridor was for the Romans an onomatopoetic word, indicating an unpleasant sound, usually grating or shrill, like fingernails on chalk.

87. rudentum – what declension do you think this word is?

88. The –que on the end of the last two word in the indicate that the two are joined as both . . . and.

89. incubat is not the same word as seen in line 84. But they do have the same prefix. 

90. Intonuere - What are the letters that come before –​ere and indicate a syncopated perfect? Is u one? Am I repeating myself? Do these things keep coming up? Are they worth learning?

91. omnia is the original word on Page 306, bottom left; here it is a substantive. The case is indicated by the presence of the word mortem. Think.

92. Aeneae is the genitive, going with what noun?

93. Name the subject of ingemit, another word that the Romans found onomatopoetic.

93. duplicis modifies what word in this line? Therefore it is called what?

94. Talia – here we are back with another substantive, just as in line 50.

94. The use of the interjection O suggest what case for beati and what figure of speech? 

95. quis is an archaic form of the dative, from the days when qui, quae, quod was more regular and like second declension adjectives.

96. oppetere – usually found with mortem, this is a common Latin way of saying meet death, die.
96. Another O. Where is the vocative? 

96. If gentis depends on fortissime, what is its C+R?

97-98. Mene – Let us look back at line 37, where many parallels with this sentence can be seen. Remember –ne, which makes for a question? Remember infinitive of exclamation? Which infinitive is that here? Think.

98. What words go with which? Translate them that way.

99-100. Remember that anaphora is a sign of parallel construction and that words in one clause can be used in another.

100. Simois is a nominative for the river at Troy. 

100. correpta modifies scuta in the next line. It is worth learning the principal parts of this verb, especially when compounded with a prepositional prefix. Normally rapio, rapere, rapui, raptus, it becomes –ripio, -ripere, -ripui, -reptus.

102. Talia – here we go with another substantive.

102. The note on jactanti is good. What form is this word?

102-103. Note the two words that modify procella: stridens and adversa.

103. ferit – not from fero, ferre, tuli, latus.

104. undis can be dat. or abl. Check the verb.

105. cumulo is probably an abl. What reason? Check the verb and think.

105. aquae by its position between the two nominatives probably goes with the noun. What’s the C+R?

106. If Hi and his are from hic, haec, hoc, what word is understood with them here?

107. aestus –a good word to look up and see the range of meanings. 

108. The note is very good on this sentence. abreptas – look back at line 100.

109-110. The parenthetical remark is a digression by Vergil, explaining how a place got its name. This is called aetiology (also spelled etiology), and sometimes Vergil is wrong or misinformed or fanciful.

110. dorsum immane is in apposition with saxa in line 109. Note immanis, immane.

111. If et connects equal things, what C+R for brevia et syrtis?

111. If visu depends on miserabile for its reason, what is the C+R. Clue: Look at 110.

112. vadis can be dat. or abl. Check the verb.

112. Look up agger and see the digfferent meanings this word has. What is the C+R for harenae if it depends on aggere?

113. unam is a substantive. What word is understood? The relative clause and its verb might help you figure it out.

114. ipsius is what case? Does this remind you of line 16? It should.

115. magister is subject of the vetrb before it and the verb after it.

116. caput is what gender? Guess at the genitive.

116. ast is archaic, as it was before in line 46.

116. illam is a pronoun. What is the antecedent?

116. ibidem is an adverb. Where have we seen the ​–dem suffix? Think.

117. circum is a preposition used as an adverb.

117. vorat needs a direct object. What would you supply?

118. rari nantes is a substantive use of the participle with an adjective tossed in for fun.

119. arma virum – Do you think that Vergil realized he was quoting the opening words of his poem? Why does he do this. What is the context here?

119. tabulae is the same case as arma and gaza. What is that case?

120-122. Anaphora is a clue that ellipsis (leaving out words) is present. Note that the validam navem disappears with the second jam; in the next line it is not there as the antecedent od either qua. Then you should note that vectus (est) disappears in the second qua clause. Why does Vergil have all these things DISAPPEAR?

122. hiems is a good example of metonymy. Think it through.

122. laxis compagibus is best taken as abl. means or route, not absolute.

122. laterum is what declension, what gender? What is the nominative singular? Worth learning!

122. omnes is yet another substantive. What is the understood noun?

124-126. If the main verb is sensit, what construction should you be looking for? Does your answer supply an easy answer for misceri, emissam (esse) and refusa (esse)? Do you see the C+R for pontum, hiemem and stagna?

126. commotus modifies what noun?

127. prospiciens modifies what noun?

127. Pay attention to what adjective goes with what noun. Get the picture?
128. Aeneae – only the second time our hero is mentioned by name, and he is still in the genitive.

128. Note what words go with what words. See a picture?

129. Troas – Note tells you case, as it did in 30; another name for them is Teucri (32,89). I know we will see more names for them. Any guesses as to why?

129. Note what words go with what words. See a picture?

130. If et connects equal things, what two words go together here?

130. latuere – what is that letter before the –ere? Note that the first e always has a macron in this instance.

131. Remember when we suggested learning the winds? Blows your mind, doesn’t it?

131. talia – Isn’t it good to see an old friebnd? 50, 94, 102.

132. Who did not recognize the enclitic –ne that makes this a question?

132. Note the words that go together. What case is vos, given the case of fiducia and the verb tenuit?

133. Note how venti is set off by commas. What caes is therefore suggested? Does audetis help?

133. Note how –que on the end of terram connects equal things.

134. audetis is from what verb. Note the absence of an i after the aud.

134. tantas modifies molis, which tells you what information?

135. The only example we will see this year of this figure of speech. Worth noting.

135. praestat is an impersonal verb (“it is better”); no stated subject, just the pronoun it.

136. mihi is a dative, ind. obj.

136. simili modifies what word? Try page 306, bottom left corner yet again.

136. commissa is a participle used as a substantive so often it became a noun, licke factum and dictum.

136. Any one see a word play, bad joke in luetis?

137. What form are these verbs?

137. haec –my gosh, another pronomial use of the demonstrative adjective. What case?

138-139. The note is really good and the thing to note is that the key idea is contained in the words non illi and sed mihi. 

139. Who knows what “by lot” means? Who has a dictionary at home?

140. domos is in apposition to saxa in the preceding line.

140. Why is Eure set off by commas?

140-141. The note on the two verbs is very good. Have we seen the verb jacto, jactare with different meanings? Where?
142. citius is the comparative adverb, which should tell you the C+R of dicto, for which you should see my note on 136.

142. aequora is what gender? What is the root of this word? Worth learning and noting. We see it often.

142. fugat – note the absence of an i after the g; note the special meaning. Remember this.

143. collectas modifies nubis, which should remind you of line 134.

144. These are two minor sea gods whom you do not have to remember.

145. navis – how old does this form get? CLUE.

145. scopulo – given the verb, what C+R  do you choose for this noun?

145. tridenti​ is declined like a 3rd Declension adjective, because it originally was an adjective and then became a noun. What would that make it? I want a SUSTANTIal answer. CLUE.

146. syrtis – how old does this form get? CLUE.

147. What words go together. Get a picture?

147. rotis – how can this word mean both wheel and chariot? I don’t get any PART of that. CLUE.

148. cum  goes with ac veluti for translation purposes. This form of simile (lasting several lines) is often referred to as an epic simile or as an Homeric simile.

149. sedition is given in the vocab. What case does the vocab always give?

149. vulgus, which is modified by ignobile, is what gender, what C+R?

150. furor and its suggestion of a lack of rational control is a major theme of the Aeneid. Its use here calls attention to the importance of this simile. It should also be noted that this is the only simile in the entire epic that compares something political with something that is happening in nature. Usually it is the other way around. There are also several possible people who can be taken as the virum mentioned in the next few lines. Any suggestions? Who is it in reality, i.e. in the story here?

151. pietate and meritis both depend on what word? Which gives you what C+R?

151. si forte must be taken at the start of the line and quem should be put with the. What does that tell you about si . . . quem? Note that quem is used here as an adjective, modifying virum.

152. conspexere – What is the letter before –ere? Is there a macron overe the next-to-last e?

153. ille refers back to the virum mentioned in 151.

153. Note how the words are arranged. Does it suggest anything as a picture?

154. cecidit is from cado, not from caedo. How can I tell? Look them up and look carefully.

154. aequora is the D.O. of prospiciens, which modifies genitor, which is also modified by invectus and volans.

156. curru is called an early dative form. Does that mean it is archaic? YES! So, what C+R?

156. secundo –what is the verb root of this adjective? Does that help you see how it gets its English derivative and the meaning of obedient as given in the notes. FOLLOW the CLUE.
157. Ignore comma after litora, which is the D.O. of petere (158).

157. cursu - What  better time to learn the difference between cursus and currus (as in 156).

159. When est begins a sentence, it usually means the is going to be a description, somewhat long, and it is probably best to translate it  there is.

160. laterum is from what 3rd declension neuter noun? Worth looking up.

160. quibus refers back to laterum (antecedent).

160. omnis modifies unda (161), which is the subject of both verbs in the relative clause.

162. Notice the two different meanings of minantur. How do the Romans get from the second to the first?

163. quorum – antecedent is scopuli.

163. late – a word we will see often. Adverb, meaning far and wide or  widely.

164. scaena – What ververb is missing in this clause? Either est or imminet, and look back to 162 fror this root.

165. What adjectives go with what nouns? Get the picture?

167-169. No verb. What to supply? 

167. scopulis pendentibus – Don’t thik Abl. Abs., but what does this adj. and noun do here.

169. morsu – What declension is this noun? A quick peek and reviuw on p. 304 would help with currus  and cursus.

170-171. The main clause is  Huc Aeneas subit. The rest is another grammatical construction. What?

172. egressi is a participle, modifying what noun?

172. potiuntur is one of those five verbs that take the ablative. Can you name any of the others? Answers can be check at Appendix 128.

173. artus is what declension. I hope you did the work on line 169.

177. undis – The C+R of this noun is determined by what word here?

177. Boy, are these notes helpful.

178. fessi modifies the subject of the verbs, which is the Trojans.

178. fruges is the object of both infinitivees in the next line.

179. Somewhat unusual – both infinitives are complementary or purpose, depending on parant.
181. late – Do we use our memories or do we look back to 163?

181. si quem  equals si aliquem, making the quem an indefinite adjective or pronoun (here, adjective), meaning any.

182. vento has its C+R determined by what Latin word here?

182. biremis is an archaic accusative; note that it is modified by Phrygias.

184. Notice that there is no connective between nullam and tris; there should be? What would you supply? If it is and, then you have asyndeton, which is a lack of connectives or linking conjunctions. If it is but, then you have adversative asyndeton, which is a lack of adversative conjunctions.

185. hos – What is the antecedent of this pronoun, from hic, haec, hoc?

186. vallis is another archaic accusative. How do we know? Per  takes only the accusative.

188. fidus has been pulled out of its clause for meter, but does modify Achates.

189. primum is an adverb here; translate it with the verb sternit (190).

189. ferentis is another archaic accusative, modifying what noun? Should I read the notes, you may ask.

190. vulgus is a 3rd declension neuter noun, here the D.O. of sternit; note how tum is parallel with primum.

190. omnem modifies turbam (191), and the two words are the D.O. of both the verb and the participle.

192. nec is translated as and . . . not, with the not going here with the verb absistit.

192. prius goes with quam and is best translated as before or  until. It goes with the subordinate verbs fundat and aequet, which are in the subjunctive, making each what conjugation?

192. What does septem modify? Think.

195. vina  is the D.O. of dividit (197).

196. abeuntibus is what kind of word? Attack the word from the end. What does -ibus tell you? What does –nt- tell you? What verb is it from if ab- is a prefix and the only stem you have is eu?

196. heros is a Greek word and this is the nominative singular.

198. ante is an adverb here.

199. passi is best translated as a relative clause, as the note suggests. What is it really? Think patior.

199. his has what antecedent? I suspect it is graviora or malorum.

199. deus – note how no particular god is mentioned; perhaps Aeneas means Jupiter or fate or Fortune.

200 – 201. Note the repetition of vos et. 

200. penitus is an adverb, meaning within, but also far away, deeply, thoroughly, carefully. Clearly one has to see what verb/participle/adjective that the adverb modifies or goes with.

202. revocate and mittite (203) are clearly what forms. Notice the lack of personal endings and remember that Aeneas is addressing his men.

203. et does not connect equal things here, so it is used as an intensifier, meaning even. It intensifies the word that immediately follows it.

203. juvabit is impersonal; it is the subect of the verb in English.

203. meminisse is a defective verb (no first and second principal parts, and the perfect is translated as if it were the present).

204. tot is that indeclinable adjective.

204. discrimina rerum – note the translation in the notes, but figure out what the real meaning is.

205. tendimus is not from teneo (hold), but tendo tendere tetendi, tentus (stretch, extend, bend, aim, make one’s way, proceed, stretch one’s tent). Clearly another word where much of the meaning depends on the context. What would you pick here if your context includes in Latium?

207. What kind of vetrverbs do we have again?

208. talia is a substantive from talis, tale; for the declension, try p. 306, bottom left-hand corner.

209. curis depends upon aeger. What does that tell you about the C+R?

209. Note what the cases are in this line, note the comma. See a pattern?

210. praedae depends upon accingunt for its C+R; note also the –que on dapibus.

211. Note the cases and the verbs; See a pattern?

212. pars equals alii, which explains why the verb is plural.

213. aena is really a substantive, as well as a metonymy. Note again the arrangement of the words.

214. victu is what declension?

215. The note is worth reading, and again note the arrangement of the words. 

216. Arrangement of words again. Read the note to see what is missing. 

217. requirunt is from re- and quaero; think what the word means and not what the side of the page says.

218. inter takes the two words in front of it as objects of preposition.This FS is called?

218. The note is good in pointing out the indirect statement that depends on credant and that continues through the next line, with vocatos modifying the understood Acc. S. of I.

220-221. Note the anaphora of nunc, showing the parallel construction of the two genitives that go with casum (221). Note all the other objects that continue on into 222 for gemit.
223. et . . . erat is the main clause, and what follows cum is  a subordinate clause; in English we would make the subordinate the main clause. Note what your translations do with this sentence.

224-225. Note all the D.O. for despiciens (224). Remember mare is a 3rd declension neuter, declined like an adjective on page 306, bottom left.

226. constitit is a verb worth looking up. Do not confuse with constituo. Note letter u before the final o. 

227. illum is D.O. of adloquitur (229) and is modified by jactantem (227).

228. tristior and suffusa both modify Venus (229). Also read the very good note.

230. regis is a verb here; check the note

230 terres  needs an object; use res (229)from the previous clause.

231-232. Note trhe repetition of quid, which tells us parallel construction and ellipsis. Potuere is omitted in the first quid clause; in the second clause in te committere tantum is omitted.

232. Note tells about quibus . . . passis. What case?

233. Note that cunctus modifies orbis.

234-235. hinc is repeated and therefore ellipsis is here. Use fore  twice. Remember what it is: futurum esse contracted and made into an all-endings future infinitive, here in indirect statement depending on pollicitus (es) (237).

236. qui is repeated. Read the previous note, think, and apply the lesson to the ellipsis found here.

236. mare –was last seen in line 224. Check the note there. Short-term memory really helps.

237. Quae is an adjective here, modifying sententia.

238. Hoc – don’t be misled by the note’s translation. Check the verb that this word depends on to figure out the C+R; Do notice the long mark (macron) over the o.

240. tot – what a great little indeclinable adjective. What case is it here?

240. actos is from ago, agere egi actus, a verb whose principal parts and meaning you should learn cold.

241. laborum is what declension? Then, what case? What word does it depend on for its C+R? THINK!

242. potuit need what to complete it? Look on the next page, in the next line.

243. sinus is what declension? tutus modifies what?

244. superare continues to complement potuit; note that the infinitive has two objects.

245. unde intros a relative clause and is the equivalent of ex quo.

245. novem modifies which word in this line?

246. it is from what verb? Think short. Get your brain “going” or is that too cluey?

246. mare is our old friend; I hope you remember it here.

246. sonanti modifies what word? What form is this? Why does it end in –nti? Do I know what is on page 306 and 307?

247. Hic – notice the long mark (macron) making this an adverb.

248. armaque – What does that –que connect? Is it the two nouns or the two clauses?

249. compostus  is the equivalent of compositus, with the i syncopated (dropped out).

250. progenies is in apposition with nos.

250. quibus is dative or ablative. Check your verb.

251. navibus amissis – Could Vergil make a C+R any easier. Please remember that amitto, amittere, amisi, amissus  means lose. It does NOT mean “send away.”

251. unius is from what word? What case and gender here?

252. prodimur – note ending, note voice, and look up the meaning of this verb.

253. honos is what case? nos is what case? Check out the verb before you answer.

254. hominum is the same case as deorum. What declension is it?

255. The relative clause that begins with quo ends with serenat.

257. Parce is what form? What case does this verb take?

257. immota modifies what word?

257. tuorum is a substantive. Be ready to explain that.

258. cernes is what tense, considering that it is 3rd conjugation?

259. sublimem is what case? What Latin word does it modify?

261. tibi is who?

261. fabor is what tense? What conjugation?

262. longius - notice the degree.

262. volvens is used to show Jupiter unrolling the scrolls on which the fates are written. Note how arcana is D.O. of both verb and participle.

263. ferocis modifies what word?

263-264. Since this is a prophetic speech, what tense are almost all the verbs?

265. tertia modifies what noun in this line?

265. viderit is what tense?

265. aestas – who looked this word up? Good word to learn.

266. terna modifies what word in this line. What else goes together? Golly!

265. hiberna means winter quarters for an army; here by metonymy it means winter.

268. Ilia is an adjective, modifying what word in this line?

269. triginta modifies what noun in this line?

270. imperio depends on what word for its case? How does it relate to that word?

270. regnum is either Subj. or D.O. Which? Check the verb.

271. What words go with what words here?

272. Hic has a macron and is therefore what?

273. regina is really used as an adjective here. For what noun?

274. Marte depends on what word for its C+R? What does that tell you?

274. Ilia is a name here and is in apposition with the word regina modifies.

275. Notice which words modify which. What word does not modify any other word in the line? Why should you translate that word first? Because it is nominative.

276-277. Notice the tense of all three verbs here. Did I just give a clue?

278. Notice the two nec. How should you translate them?

279. dedi is what tense? What does this tense tell us?

279. sine fide is a prepositional phrase. What is the C+R? Object of a prep. is not acceptable. Think about what it tells you and what word it goes with.

279. Quin is an intensifier. It means something like Indeed, furthermore.

280. What do all the –que connect? Does that tell you what case mare is?

281. consilia is what declension and what number?

281. melius is unusual. Figure this out. What kind of word is it? Does it have a C+R? If so, what? Is the in a clue

281. referet is what tense. Look back at line 259 for a clue.

282. rerum is what case and depends on what word? Look at the Latin for help.

283. Sic placitum. Note the short forceful way that Jupiter concvludes this section of his prophecy.

283. aetas is a word one should look up and note.

283. lustrum refers to a ceremony of purification performed every five years at temples and other sites; here it is used as a general time period.

284. Assaracus was the son of Tros, brother of Ilus and Ganymede, and the grandfather of Anchises, and therefore great-grandfather of Aeneas.

279-280. The notes are useful for telling who came from these places, which is why Vergil selected them. When Rome conquered Greece, none of these places were important or powerful in any way. Who came from Argos? Diomedes> Check out lines 96-97.

286. Notice which words go with which words.

287. If you realize that qui should be the first word in the line and the first one translated, then the relative clause of characteristic (which explains the subjunctive terminet) is easy.

288. Iulius is in apposition with Caesar in 286, as is nomen. 

288. Note what words go with what words.

289. Hunc is modified by onustum.
290. accipies has its tense indicated by the ies at the end.

290. secura is nominative and can probaly best be translated as a parenthetical phrase like don’t worry.

291. Notice what words go together.

291. mitescent has an –esco ending or suffix, which makes it a cohative verb, which means beginning to ___ (whatever the stem means).

292. These are among the most important non-Olympian Roman deities. Fides is closely associated with pietas, Aeneas’ characteristic adjective. Vesta is the central goddes of the Roman gentes and her temple, with the Vestal virgins, was at the center of the Forum and Roman life (nice zeugma). 

293. dirae modifies portae in the next line.

294. belli – can this be the plural subject of the verb? Why? Why not?

294. Furor is the subject of the verb in 296 and is modified by four other Latin words in the nominative. What are they?

294. intus is an adverb.

295. saeva  modifies arma.

295. centum modifies what word here?

295. Note the macron over the second letter in aenis, which makes the word have three syllables.

296. fremet – have we learned this tense yet for 3rd conjugation verbs?

 297. Maja depends on what word for its case? What does that tell you about the C+R?

298. Note the repetition of ut, indicating parallel construction and probably an ellipsis. What words are used again?

299. hospitio Teucris is translated in the notes, but the translation does really give the C+R for either word. Think it through and realize they are both in the same case, but do not go together as noun-adjective.

300. aera is a Greek word and this is the normal accusative singular in Greek.

305. plurima is a neuter plural accusative adjective used as a noun (a substantive!).

306. exire depends on constituit (309), as do explorare (307), quaerere (309), and referre (309).

307-308. The note is good on the indirect questions.

308. inculta is a substantive, despite the vocab given at the right.

309. exacta is yet another substantive. From what word? Check the vocab and think.

310. Classem is the D.O. of occulit (312) and is modified by clausam (311).

313. Notice the case of each word and which words go with which. Then it becomes simple. Note that the Latin word manus, manus is feminine.

314. Cui is a correlative (connecting relative) equal to et illi in this case. It depends on obvia for its case.

315. Notice all the objects that gerens has in this line.

316. qualis modifies Harpalyce, which is a girl’s name in the nominative.

316. Notice that the note translates the qualis clause with an extra word (who), so that it works well in English.

317. praevertitur has to be deponent. Why?

318. Notice that the subject of this line is not given until the start of the next line.

320. genu – read the note and check out App. 113 on page 334.

321. nodo is a good C+R to figure out. Easy but sneaky in a way.

321. monstrate is what form of the verb?

321-322. mearum  . . . sororum depend on what word for the C+R

322. si quam equals si aliquam; look up aliquis in the dictionary, if you don’t know it.

323. ignore the comma after pharetra, since it and tegmine both depend on succinctam.

324. prementem, like succinctam in line before, modifies quam (322).

326. tuarum modifies what word. Check lines 321-322 for an idea. 

327. tibi – if est is supplied, what C+R does that give us here?

328. certe is what part of speech? Why? How do we recognize these? Any other “endings?”

329. What is missing in this line. Think. Do NOT look at the note yet.Note the repetition of an.

330. Optative subjunctive means that it is used to express a wish, from opto, optare.

330. nostrumque modifies what word?

331. Note the repetition of the question words, the very good note, and how easy this is when you put it together with thought.

333. erramus – note there are two r here and this is nt from sum, esse.

333. vasto belongs in translation sense on the other side of et.

333. acti is a participle from what verb. Time to learn this one. Check line 32.

334. Notice what words modify what words. What tense is the verb, if it is 3rd conjugation?

335. tali modifies honore. How is that possible?What is this line number minus 29?

335. gestare is an iterative form of gero,  suggesting that the carrying is done on a regular or frequent basis.

337. alte – does it look like certe in 328? Certainly!

337. vincire – notice it is not vincere; this is a different verb entirely.

338. Where are all the people and places mentioned in this line? What continent?

339. intractabile modifies what word?

340. Tyria modifies what word?

340. profecta is from proficiscor, proficisci, profectus – set out, depart. This is a common but difficult verb for some students to remember. Learn it.

341. Note the repetition of longa; what does that tell us about the ellipsis.

342. sequar – if this is 3rd conjugation, what tense do we have.

342. rerum – learning this noun is just one of the things you have to do?

343. Huic​ – what case is this? What’s the verb? What is the C+R?

343. agri – for the C+R, check line 14.

344. Phoenicum – a shortened genitive; the ending should be –orum.

345. cui​ – to whom does this word refer?

347. immanior – modifies germanus in 346. Note how scelere depends on immanior for its C+R.

348-352. Note that ille is Pygmalion, and is modified by impius (349), caecus (349), securus (350), malus (352), simulans (352). Note that Sychaeum is modified by incautum (350).
351-352. Note that aegram (351) and amantem (352) go totegether.

353. imago is given in the vocab. What case do they always give there? 

354. Note what words go with what words; note that attolens modifies imago (354).

355. Note what words go with what words.

356. What word does caecum  go with? What word does omne go with? Really?

358. recludit has multiple D.O.s:  auxilium, thesauros, pondus.

359. Note what words go with what words.

360. His – is from what word? Whar does it depend on for its case? Any clue as to the C+R?

360. Note how parabat has different senses used here.

361. quibus intros a relative clause that modifies the understood subject of conveniunt. What case is quibus? Note the verb in the relative clause.

362. navis – note that this is an archaic form. What case?

365. devenere is what tense and mood? Given its meaning, what is the C+R for locos?

365. cernes is a 3rd conjugation verb. Therefore the tense is what?

366. Notice what words go together.

367. solum, -i is a word not related to solus, a, um. Should you look it up?

372-373. If pergam (3rd Conj.) and vacet (1st Conj.) are the same tense and mood, what are they?

373. annalis is an archaic form. What is the Latin root? 

374. ante is an adverb here.

374. clauso Olympo looks very suspicious. Any intelligent guesses?

375. The notes point out that nos is the D. O. of appulit (377). So do I. Otherwise you will have major problems here. What word modifies nos?

376. iit is from what verb? Should you learn or already know its principal parts? 

377. tempestas is a 3rd declension –tas, -tatis noun. English derivative?

377. oris looks dative or ablative, which always makes me want to check the verb. Got it?

404. vestis – note the long​ –is. What word modifies vestis?

405. A hiatus is when an elision is not made, usually at the end of a sentence, as here. Note that earlier in the line there is an elision.

482. fixos is from what Latin verb?

483-487 The sixth panel is a famous scene from Book XXIV of the Iliad.

483. Note the tense of raptaverat and that Achilles (484) is its subject. 

483. Iliacos modifies what word. Any ideas about the placement of the word Hectora between Iliacos and muros?

484. corpus is what gender? What declension? What is the genitive?

486. Why does the note say that ut is translated as, when? Consider the verb conspexit?

488-489. The seventh panel is the shortest in lines, perhaps because of modesty.

490. Amazonidum is 3rd declension. What case therefore? Depending on what word?

490. lunatis peltis tells us what about the agmina? That should help for the C+R.

491. furens – remember what has been said about people or things described by this word?

491. milibus is not the same word as militibus. What does each mean?

491. ardet has two meanings in the vocab. What is the connection between them?

492. Notice what words go with what.

493. viris – note the lack of macron over the first i and then the one on the last i. That should help with the meaning and the C+R.

494. Dardanio – the adjective is formed from the noun-name in the note. What is the C+R of Aeneae, since it is modified by this adjective?

496. forma – by now this C+R should be easy. What word does it depend on for its case?

497. juvenum is a 3rd declension noun. You might like to look at 490.

497. stipante – check the vocab carefully, since this is a verb. What does the Latin, set off by commas, look like to you? What does –nte tell you about stipante?

498. Qualis modifies Diana (499); translate Just as Diana, who . . .

498. juga is from jugum, I, yoke; ridge (of a mountain); this is from the same root as the Greek word that gives us Zeugma. Why?

499. exercet is the same verb as in the bee-siomile (431); think about what it means or simply exercize your brain.

499. quam has Diana as its antecedent and it is the D.O. of secutae, a participle modifying Oreades (500).

499. mille is indeclinable. What does it have to modify?

500. hinc atque hinc – note the elision. Translate from here and there.

501. supereminet – look at the roots and think how the word gets its meaning.

502. Which word has to be the subject of pertemptant? Did you have to check to see that gaudium was in the vocab and was neuter? Why not just consider singular and plural first?

503. talis signals the end of the simile; translate so or such.

503. se ferebat – think about what this has to mean before you read the note. Be literal.

504. instans – if you do not know the meaning of this word, look it up and memorize it now. It is a pressing matter and I urge you to do it.

504. Ignore the comma after operi; the editor made a mistake.

505. testudine​ – do you see how the second meaning comes from the first?

506. saepta, subnixa – both participles modidy Dido (503), the subject of the verb resedit. What tense is the verb, by the way?

507. jura is from jus, juris (n.) law, right, justice and differs from leges, which are generally considered to be something like laws and ordinances.

507. operumque laborem is the same phrase as seen in 435. What is the differece in context? What does it mean here?

508. sorte – look up the word lot in the dictionary (English, please!).

509. accedere – why is there an infinitive? What is the main verb? Ah! I see!

510-511. Do you see the reason for all these accusatives now?

511. Teucrorum ​– what is the C+R? Note the alios. Think!

511. quos – What is the antecedent?

511. turbo – this is a word I would look up, if I were you (perish that thought!).

512. oras – Do you know what whither means?

513. Obstipuit is a verb worth learning. Vergil uses it to show when someone is stunned and rendered almost speechless.

514. laetitiaque metuque – why is this not hendiadys? How do you translate two ​-que’s?

516. amicti is a participle from the verb in the vocab and modifies the understood subject of speculantur (which is a deponent verb).

517-518. The three indirect questions all depend on speculantur.

517. What verb is understood after quid? What C+R does that give to viris?

518. lecti is another participle from the verb in the vocab and modifies the understood subject of ibant, a verb you should remember from 479.

519. veniam is a noun worth learning; check the vocab. 

520. The notes supply what is missing – forms of the verb sum.

521. Ilioneus was last seen in line 120 and will appear again in Book VII as the legate to Latinus. Otherwise he is not important to us, although he was the eldest man (maximus) and the designated speaker for the Trojans.

522. cui – introduces a relative clause that praises Dido. Why this case?

523. Note the –que on the end of justitia, which means that it goes with the next infinitive phrase. Note that dedit has the sense of  give the power to, which we saw earlier in line 79. Also, remember the archaic accusative in gentis.

524. Note is good on Troes. Note that vecti, from veho, has the meaning of ride or sail when used in the passive. Clearly context tells you which.

525. What do you think ignis is? It is modified by infandos. Clue!

526. What accounts for the case of generi, which is modified by pio and is therefore not a genitive? What form is propius? The notes might help, but you will have to think. I would also like to know the simplest form of this word.

527-528 Note that there are two aut. What does that mean?

527. Note the unusual meaning of populare, which is like our  depopulate.

529. The notes are really good here. What is the sense of victis? Work this out.

531. Since armis and ubere depend on potens, what is the C+R for these two words?

532. coluere is what form? Recognize the u in front of the -ere? What is the first principal part? This is a verb to look up and note the different meanings? 

532. The main clause is fama (est), which leads one to suspect that the rest of the sentence is probably what construction?

533. Italiam is an adjective here, derived from the king of Italy named Italus. Note that 

-ius, -ia, ium has been added to the stem. Clearly the name of the country comes from the feminine adjective, which modifies an understood terra, just like the other countries that even today end in –ia, like Austria.

535. Orion was a great hunter turned into a constellation which generally is prominent in the sky in the rainy season. That explains nimbosus. Notice the suffix –osus?

536. vada – What case? Note the absence of the macron. Therefore what gender and number do we have?

537. Note the –que on the end of both per and per. Maybe there is a parallelism here.

537. superante salo is clearly what grammatical construction?

538. The subject of dispulit is still Orion. For the case of pauci, look back at Troes in line 524. What is huc? How is it different from illuc? From hic?

538. oris  is from a first declension noun ora, orae, meaning shore. What is its C+R here? Check out the verb.

539. hominum – Do you need to review 3rd declension endings? Check the back of the book, because this is from homo, hominis. 

539. –ve is a weird little suffix and means or.

539. tam usually accompanies in sense the word that follows it, which means that it goes with barbara . . . patria.

540. The C+R of hospitio depends on prohibemur. Clear?

541. Why does prima terra mean beach, as the notes say?

542. Note what words go with what.

543. sperate is what form? What constructrion should you expect? What is missing?

543. What forms are fandi and nefandi? Don’t simply believe the vocab, that they are nouns.

544. quo depends on justior for its C+R; so does pietate in 545, but in another way.

545. nec really negates the alter in 544; notice also the parallelism with the second nec.

546. Quem si equals si aliquem; note that aliquem is an adjective here, modifying virum.

546. vescitur is one of the unusual five verbs that take the abl. as an object. What are the others?

547. What is a better C+R for umbris than the notes’ explanation? Check that verb!

547. adhuc is a compound word: ad means to and huc means here. So, in a temporal sense, what would this compound mean?

548. priorem modifies te and should be taken in an adverbial sense, although the notes give a nice non-literal translation that catches the meaning of the sentence. 

550. What does the –que on the end connect arva with? Same question for Trojanoque.

551. liceat is an impersonal verb; read the note and the appendix cited.

553. What infinitive goes with datur and governs Italiam?

553. What are those other words in the line? Clue: recepto is the key word. Look familiar?

554. laeti – look back at 538 again for a clue.

555. What gender is salus, salutis?

555. te is what case? Clue: look at verb in next line.

557. at ​is translated the same as it was on 543, the last note on the page.

557-558. What are the –que connecting here?

558. unde introduces a relative clause and is equivalent to e quo loco.

558. advecti has the same sense as veho, mentioned in line 524.

559. cuncti modifies Dardanidae, which is first declension, but masculine.

559. simul is an adverb. English derivative?

560. Another half or partial line. Are they nice or what?

561. demissa is almost a reflexive, with vultum an accusative of respect.

562. Why are the two imperatives plural?

563. novitas is given in the vocab. What form do they always give. Remember the –tas, 

-tatis nouns? 

563. talia is the substantive use (adj. used as noun) of the adj. talis, tale, here in the neut. pl. acc., D.O. of moliri in the next line (note it is deponent (passive form, active meaning).

564. late –adv. meaning far and wide; finis is that archaic acc. and is D.O. of  tueri (deponent verb again).

565-566. Note the parallelism with quis. Do you think that all the accusatives are D.O. of nesciat?

567. Poeni modifies the subject of the verb gestamus. 

567. adeo qualifies obtunsa, which modifies in turn pectora.

568. Sol tam aversus ab Tyria urbe is the best order to translate this subject into English.

569-570. Note the parallelism created by seu . . . sive whether . . . or. Remember that the verb can be postponed to the second element (note optatis).

571. Note the order of the words and look at the parallelism.

572. et does not connect equal things and therefore does not mean “and, but here it means even.

573. Urbem  is attracted or pulled into the accusative by the relative clause (intro’d by quam) which follows; another way of looking at this is that the whole clause is subject of est and is modified by vestra, or that urbem should be urbs.

573. Since navisis long –is and 3rd declension, what form is this relly?

574. Note the distinction made alliteratively between Tros Tyriusque.

575. eodem is from idem, eadem, idem; check top of page 308 for forms. Note the suffix and how it affects the forms of is, ea, id to which it is atttached.

576. certos is another substantive adj. and the note has a good translation.

577. extrema is yet another substantive.

578. si quibus equals si aliquibus, and aliquibus modifies both silvis and urbibus. Note that these words are abl. Place in which with errat, not place from which with ejectus.

579. Note good on animum arrecti.

579-580 Note the two et equaling both . . . and.

581. Who spoke first? Check those endings.

582. With the long –a, what C+R is dea when taken/understood with nate?

583. Notice only one verb and five accusatives? Clue! Notice also omnia is a substantive.

584. Latin antecedent of quem is what? Note ipsi modifies the subject of vidimus.

585. cetera is another substantive; English expression from Latin: et cetera (etc.).

585. dictis is a substantive, even a real noun from the participle (according to many). Why is it in this case? Check the verb.

586. fatus erat is from for, fari, fatus. Notice the stem is f-.

586. ea is a substantive from is, ea, id; here it is the neuter plural accusative.

586. repente is an adverb, either with circumfusa  or with scindit.

587. aethera is a Greek word and this is the accusative singular masculine, which means apertum modifies it. What C+R?

589. deo similis - if the noun depends on the adj. and the adj. modifies the subject, what is the C+R of the noun here? Look the adj. up.

589. What does ipsa modify?

589-591. Note all the accusatives, all of which are the D.O. of adflarat. What tense is that?

592. quale modifies decus, which is neuter acc., and this is a nice simile for two lines.

592. flavo is an adj. modifying the noun auro in the next line. 

594. cunctis can go in sense either with improvisus or with ait. Think about it.

595. Coram is an adverb.

597. sola . . . miserata are vocatives, best translated as in the notes, without the “thou.”

598. quae has sola as its antecedent; it is the subject of socias, which in turn takes nos as its object. Note that relliquias, exhaustos, and egentes are in apposition with nos. 

598. terraeque marisque are genitives depending on casibus in the next line.

599. omnium looks strange. Check page 306, bottom of page for help. It depends on egentes for its C+R.

600. gratis is another archaic accusative, modified by dignas.

601. Gen. Predicate of possession equals in translation a predicate adjective.

601-602. Take gentis Dardanidae as parallel with nostrae and continue the idea of the predicate genitive. 

601. The quidquidubique est clause should be taken as describing gentis. In reality quidquid . . . Dardanidae is parallel with the predicate genitive of possession, but the way I have explained it is the easiest way to translate this. Did you ever notice that when the speakers get diplomatic or start praising someone a great deal that the language becomes grammatically more difficult and the vocabulary a bit unusual? Keep an eye out for this.  

602. The quae clause actually does modify gentis.

603. si sua equals si aliqua, where aliqua modifies numina; si quid equals si aliquid, where aliquid is the indefinite pronoun as a predicate with justitia

604. Understand a si est with the clause that begins with mens.

605. Who does not know the first principal part of tulerunt? Shame on you!

606. genuere is what tense. Clues. Note th –u- before –ere and look at the previous verb.

607-608 How many dum claures are there?

609. honos is an archaic form of honor.

610. vocant – notice the tense and the mood of this verb. Why is it important here? Why should Dido have paid more attention when studying Latin verbs?

611. Notice the arrangement of the words in this line.

612. post here is really an adverb.

613. obstipuit – only the second time for this word (check 513), but an important  word. It will describe Aeneas often. What C+R would you expect with this verb?

614. Does the previous question ask about casu?

615. quis has to be taken as an adjective with casus in this sentence.

616. vis is a noun. Look it up. Declension on page 305 (top). oris is from ora, -ae. What C+R therefore? Check out the verb and think. 

617. Tune is tu with –ne, making it a question. What’s missing here? A verb! Supply es.

617. Anchisae is modified by Dardanio, which fact makes both what case?

618. Phrygii . . . Simoentis go together and then depend on undam.

619. Teucrum – this Teucer was the child of a Greek king and a Trojan mother, who named their son after one of her ancestors. This son, as the notes say, fought in the Trojan War on the side of the Greeks.

620. expulsum modifies Teucrum in the previous line; so does petentem.

621. auxilio – Why in this case? 

621. opimam – please note that the word is NOT optimam. Why is it feminine, if it modifies Cyprum?

622. dicione – What C+R?

623. mihi can be either a dative of reference or a dative of agent, both with the verb.

624. nomen and reges go with an understood cogniti sunt.

625. hostis, as the note suggests, is to be taken as adversative (although).

625. Teucros is accusative plural and refers to the Trojans.

626. se refers to the Greek named Teucer; He has been exiled and shamed so much that he wishes that he was a Teucrian (a defeated Trojan) raather than the unhappy Teucer.

626. ortum  is from orior, understand esse with it.

627. Ever notice that quare is a compond of qua re, which is really an ablative of manner, with qua being the correlative (connecting relative equal to et ea).

627. succedite is a C.V. because the prefix sub- changes to suc- when the verb begins with c.

628-629. Not difficult if you realize that the verb is on the next page, that it takes an indirect statement, and if you pay attention to the endings. Look at what goes together in 628. Also what does jactatam modify?

629. Good time to learn the difference between consisto and constituo.

630. See how the FS helps make this line proverbial (see note)?

630. Note succurrere - what does that tell you about miseris. Worth noting that in the poetic language of the day the adj. miser is used to describe those who are in love and feeling the agony that love often brings to those in love.

632. Note tecta really goes in the previous line; this should remind you to translate sentences and not lines. Keep your eyes open to the end of sentences. 

632. divum is a syncopated genitive; the –um is short for –orum. It is an archaic form?

633. sociis is a dative with mittit.

634. viginti is indeclinable, like almost all numbers after tres

635. suum is from sus, suis. Remember 3rd declension genitives are –um.

635. pinguis is an archaic accusative of a 3rd declension adj.

636. Another unfinished line.

637. domus is feminine, which explains splendida.

639. Note how laboratae is missing erant and how it works with the two abl. nouns.

639. vestes is not necessarily clothing but cloth, like material used for draping and decoration.

641. patrum – what declension is pater? What case is patrum?

642. ducta – how do they get traced (in notes) for a form of duco?

643. patrius – note the –ius which means we have an adj. formed on the stem of pater.

643. Note the recurrence of consistere.

644. passus is missing est  and is from patior, pati, passus.

645. The note means that an ut is understood with the verbs. 

645.  haec is a substantivem and here is acc. pl. neut.

646. Note that stat stat has an unusual, almost metaphorical sense here.

647. Note what words go together.

648-655. Most of the nouns in these lines not in subordinate clauses are in apposition with munera.
648. Note what words go together and the differnce in the ablatives. Vergil is being poetic and clever.

649. Repeat note from the line before, but woven together a bit differently. Clue!

650. illa is the subject of extulerat, and that verb explains the C+R of Mycenis.

651. Note the two different D.O.s of peteret in the cum clause.

652. Ledae is either a subj. or obj. gen. Which? Why?

652. mirabile – Page 306, bottom left corner.

653. Ilione is a nominative subj. of gesserat; she is described as maxima in the next line, which has a special meaning because natu is understood with it. Note how her name is related to Ilus, one of Troy’s founders.

654. collo – basically a dativeof reference.

655. Note how the ablatives here are unlike those in line 648.

656. Haec – another substantive in the acc. neut. pl.

656. tendebat has a –d- and has nothing to do with teneo; look it up.

657. Note how nova modifies consilia, not pectore. How did I know that?

658. Cupido is a 3rd declension noun. This is the nominative.

658-660. Note the three verbs that depend on ut.

659. pro here has the sense of “in the place of.”

661. Note what words go together.

662. This line gives the reasons for the previous line; note that recursat is an iterative form of recurro; itieratives have ​–ito or –so at the stem end and are usually first conjugation verbs.

664-665. Note the compliment in the opening part of the speech. Note the vocatives.

666. supplex is a nominative, modifying the subject of posco

667-669. The main clause up to nota tibi is nota (sunt) tibi; the ut clause (an indirect question) is really the subject of this sentence.

668. Junonis - What’s the C+R? Why?

669. dolore - What is the C+R? Check the verb.

670. Hunc as a pronoun refers to Aeneas.

671. vereor  is a good word to look up; here it takes an I.Q. as its D.O.

671. Junonia is an adj. from the name Juno; note the –ia added to the stem.

672. cardine –look at the definition given in the book. What FS is it, therefore?

673. ante is adverbial here.

674. ne quo equals ne aliquo; here the ne intros a purpose clause.

674. numine is an abl. cause in my opinion. Any other suggestions?

675. Aeneae is what C+R? Why?

676. The I.Q. is really in apposition with mentem.
677. regius is the adj. from rex, regis and modifies puer.

678. ire is an infinitive of purpose, an unusual construction in Latin. Translate it with parat.

679. Notice what words go together and note the chronological order of the ablatives. 

680. Hunc as a pronoun refers to Ascanius (puer) and is modified by sopitum.

682. ne qua equals ne aliqua, with aliqua an adverb translating best as in any way.

682. mediusve has to be translated as by being in the middle and shows how he would be able to occurrere.
683-684. Note that the verbs are vocatives, but that the subjects are expressesd by Tu and puer.

683. non amplius is adverbial and goes in sense with unam.

685. Note the cum clause embedded in the ut clause; the verbs with ut are in 688.

686. Note what words go together.

687. Note the arrangement of the words in this line.

689. Paret is from pareo and not from paro, parare.

690. Iuli is a genitive that goes with ingressu.

692. inrigat gives us an English derivative; remember the effects of euphony on prefixes and don’t be irresponsible.

692. fotum is a particple used as a substantive here and refers to Ascanius/Iulus.

693. illum also refers to Ascanius/Iulus.

694. adspirans modifies amaracus, which is a kind of flowering bush.

695. parens – same verb as in 689

696. duce Achate is an abl. abs. or abl. cause with laetus.

697. superbis – remember that this word has two meanings; the first is positive: proud because of what one has accomplished or is. The second meaning is haughty, arrogant  and indicates that one has crossed the line between proud and too proud. Context is the only way to tell and sometimes the call is difficult.

699. The two jam indicate that there is a parallelism here; pater is almost an honorific title here.

700. Read the note on impersonal verbs and ask in class if you do not know what an impersonal verb is. It is necessary to understand them.

701. canistris is best taken as an abl. P.I.W.

702. villis is an abl. description. But what is nap? Look it up in an English dictionary.

703. No verb before the comma? Supply sunt. No verb in the relative clause? Supply est.

703. quibus is a dat. of ref. or poss. 

705. No verb before the comma? Supply sunt.

705. What word does aetate depend on for its case? What does that tell you for C+R?

706. Note the arrangement of the words. 

707. Nec non means and also; It is an incredibly weak litotes and not acceptable as an answer. Note the arrangement of words in the rest of the line. What picture does it give you. Use your imagination. 

708. Reminds one of line 700 a bit. 

709-711. Note all those D.O.s of mirantur.

710. Why is the vultus described as flagrantis? Why are the verba called simulata?

712. You might look up prolepsis on page 297 or in your list of FS.

713. mentem is really an acc. of respect; note that expleri  is passive and here is used in a middle or reflexive sense.

713. tuendo is a gerund. What does that mean?

714. Notehow the two abl. depend on movetur. Any thoughts or suggestions?
715. Note how it makes sense to translate comlexu and collo together. What does one call that?

716. What words go together? Why is the genitoris called falsi?

717. petit has several different senses; look it up and see the possibilities for this line.

717. Haec is the pronoun and its antecedent is reginam. 

718. fovet takes an understood object of Iulum.

719. The I.Q. depends on inscia; note the meaning of the noun that comes from insidat, namely insidiae, which means ambush, trap, snare and is very suggestive.

720. Acidaliae is an adjective where Vergil is showing his wide knowledge of Greek mythology and geography.

721. vivo is an adjective here, from vivus, -a, -um.

722. jam pridem is adverb that qualifies residis (an archaic acc.).

722. Note what words go with what.

724. Note the arrangement of the verbs. What does vina coronant really mean?

725. Fit is the passive form of facio  and here is the equivalent of the non-existing form *facitur*.

727. incensi is the participle and modifies lychni.

728. gravem modifies pateram, which is the D.O. of both verbs.

730. Note the ring composition from 725 to 730. Fit strepitus tectis is parallel with facta dilentia tectis. Note that facta is from fio.

731. loquuntur is the ever-popular and infamous they say.

732. This is an Ind. Statement depending on velis (733); note that Tyriis and profectis are parallel.

733. Another Ind. Statement follows velis. Why is minores  translated as descendants? What is hujus? The first word in 732 is a clue.

734. Adsit is from what verb? Laetitiae is what C+R? 

735. faventes is to be taken almost adverbially.
